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CORONAVIRUS AND SCHOOL

If your child has any symptoms of
coronavirus such as:

Get a test to check if they have coronavirus
as soon as possible.

Anyone you live with, and anyone in your
support bubble, must also stay at home
until you get the result.

The school will let families know if a child
or member of staff tests positive.

When dropping
off or picking up your child we would
appreciate it if you could remember to
social distance to help ensure we keep our
community as safe as possible.
